KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS:
This AGREEMENT made and entered into by and between:

The PROVINCIAL GOVERNMENT OF RIZAL, a local government unit, duly organized
and existing under Republic Act No. 7160, with seat of government at the Rizal Provincial Capitol,
Circumferential Road corner P. Oliveros St., Brgy. San Rogue, Antipolo City, represented in this act by
itt: PROVINCIAL GOVERNOR, HON. NINA RICCI A. YNARES, herein referred to as the
PROVINCE; and -

DEVELOPMENT, INC. , a sole proprietorship/private corporation, duly
organized and existing under the laws of the Republic of the Philippines, with principal place of business
and office address at San Mateo, Rizal , and herein represented by its
Proprietor/President/General Manager, SHERYL H. CHUA , of legal age, Filipino
citizen, single/married, resident of San Meteo, Rizal  , hereinafter referred to as the
CONTRACTOR. WITNESSETH, That, .

WHEREAS, the PROVINCE declares that certain infrastructure works should be constructed in
pursuant of the Sangguniang Panlalawigan Ordinance No. 37, 8, 2021 namely:

Completion of Terese Public Merket at Brgy. Sem Gsbriel, Teress, Rizal

WHEREAS, the CONTRACTOR, warranting that it has the financial and, technical competence
to undertake the above said infrastructure works, has been declared as the Lowest Calculated Responsive
Bid in a public bidding held last 14 October 2024 , has accepted and binds itself to undertake
the construction and completion of the above said infrastructure works strictly in accordance with the

following standards set forth in the bid documents, approved plans, program of works and ;gc;tglfcaﬁon
in consideration of the amount of Six Million Eight Hundred Sixteen Thouesnd Tt

Hundred Eighty=-One Pesos & 65/100 (P 6,816,381,65 ), Philippine Currency.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the foregoing premises, the parties hereto
hereby agree as follows:

1. The whole works subject matter of this Agreement shall be completed within

Sixty ( 60 ) calendar days, in accordance with the provisions of the Bid

Documents, Approved Plans, Program of Works and Specifications, General and Special Conditions of

Contract, Supplemental or Bid Bulletins, if any, and supporting/related documents as required by the

2016 Revised Implementing Rules and Regulations of Republic Act No. 9184 and are integrated
herewith and incorporated herein by way of reference, namely: ,

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2. In consideration of the payment to be made by the PROVINCE to the CONTRACTOR, _the
latter hereby covenants with the PROVINCE to construct and complete the infrastructure works subject
of this Agreement in conformity with the province of the Contract;

3. The PROVINCE hereby covenants to pay the CONTRACTOR the amount of PESOS
Six Million Eight Hundred Sixteen Thousand Three Hundred Eighty-One Peso
657100 - (p%—i, 16,381.65 £ 3.
Philippine Currency, in consideration of the construction and only upon completion of the infrastructure
works unless otherwise agreed by the parties, subject of this Agreement as a contract price at the time and
in the manner prescribed by the Contract and specified in the Bid and as agreed upon by the Contractor;
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4, The CONTRACTOR warrants that he has not given nor promised to give any money or giﬁ to
any official or employee of the PROVINCE, or any Government instrumentality to secure this Contract;

5. It is understood that prior to the signing of this Agreement, the Contractor has posted the
required performance security of PESOS__ Two Million Forty-Four Thousend Nine Hundred

Fourteen Peses & 50/100 P 2,044,914.50 )

Philippine Currency, as a measure of guarantee for the faithful compliance with his obligations under this

Agreement and all papers/documents in support thereto and/or incorporated herewith, in accordance with
the Bidding Documents;

6. Contractor undertakes to post a warranty security to guarantee performance of his

responsibilities in case of “Structural Defects and Failures” occurring during the applicable warranty
period;

7. For the duration of the Contract, a Contractor’s All Risk Insurance shall be obtained and
maintained by the CONTRACTOR under his name and at his own expense, copy of which shall be
provided the PROVINCE;

8. The provision of Republic Act No. 9184, otherwise known as the Government Procurement
Reform Act of 2003, and its Implementing Rules and Regulations and Republic Act No. 7160, otherwise
known as the Local Government Code and the Implementing Rules and Regulations embodied in the
General Accounting Auditing Manual (GAAM), unless otherwise inconsistent with Republic Act No.
9184, regarding the payment of damages, whether liquidated and compensatory damages or restitution
shall be applicable in the implementation of this Agreement;

Section 68 of Rule XXII of Republic Act No. 9184 states as follows, to wit:

“411 contracts executed in accordance with the Act and this IRR shall contain a provision
on liguidated damages which shall be payable by the contractor in case of breach thereof.
For the procurement of Goods, Infrastructure Projects and Consulting Services, the
amount of the liquidated damages shall be at least equal to one-tenth of one percent
(0.001) of the cost of the unperformed portion for every day of delay. Once the cumulative
amount of liquidated damaged reaches ten percent (10%) of the amount of the contract,
the Procuring Entity may rvescind or terminate the contracl, without prejudice to other
courses of action and remedies available under the circumstances. %

9. The CONTRACTOR shall comply with and strictly observe all laws regarding workmen’s
health and safety, workmen’s welfare compensation for injuries, minimum wages, hours of work and
other labor laws;

10. The CONTRACTOR shall assume all the risk in connection with the completion of the
aforementioned project prior to the acceptance by the PROVINCE;

11. That the PROVINCE shall have no EMPLOYER-EMPLOYEE RELATIONSHIP withl the
CONTRACTOR and, therefore not be responsible for any injuries and/or damages that may be sustained
by them or any third party, and that the same shall be the sole responsibility of the CONTRACTOR;

12. The implementing rules and guidelines regarding adjustment of Contract Price and./or change
order adopted and approved the Government and consistent with the provisions of Republic Act No.
9184 shall be applied in this Agreement;

13. In this words and expressions shall have the same meanings as respectively assigned to them
in the conditions of the contract hereinafter referred to;

14, CONTRACTOR undertakes to pay taxes in full and on time, failure to do so will entitle the
PROVINCE to suspend payment for any goods or services delivered by the CONTRACTOR. Within the
Internal Revenue and a copy of its income and business tax returns duly stamped and received by the BIR
and duly validated with the tax payments made thereon.

15. Any and all disputes arising from the implementation of this Agreement shall be squitted to
arbitrators under Republic Act No. 876, also known as the “Arbitration Law” Provided however, that, disputes that
are within the competence of the Construction Industry Arbitration Commission to resolved shall be
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referred thereto: The process of arbitration under the foregoing law shall be assumed part of this
Agreement, without prejudice, however to any mutual agreement of the parties hereto to agree in writing
to resort to other alternative modes of disputes resolution.

Without prejudice to administrative sanctions that may be imposed in proper cases, a violation by
the CONTRACTOR of any/all of the provision of this Agreement, the bidding documents or any
agreement/undertaking prior or subsequent to the execution of this Agreement as well as any of the
pertinent provisions of Republic Act No. 9184, and its Implementing Rules and Regulations, shall make
the CONTRACTOR liable for civil liability or damages, which may either consist of liquidated damages
and restitution for the damages done of the forfeiture in favor of the government of any unwarranted
benefit derived from the act or acts in question or both at the discretion of the Courts.

Jurisdiction over civil cases or suit out of the implementation of this Agreement, shall belong to
the appropriate court of the City of Antipolo, with the exclusion of any other courts.
